  Well this will be my last 

missive for the cogwheel.  
The last time for a little wis-
dom and wit, make that last 
chance.  Perhaps we should 
review what you have ac-
complished this year. 

  For fund raisers we started 
off with the 4

th
 of July and 

Gas Raffle, followed by the 
Wine and Food Feast, then 
Danish Days, the Poinsettia 
sales, and finishing with the 
golf tournament.  All where 
highly successful and all of 
you involved should be 
proud of your accomplish-
ment.  The goal was to raise 
$40,000 and you actually 
raised over $42,000. That 
combined with Happiness 
dues and the club excess 
gave us over $52,000 for 
our charitable programs. 

  What did we do with all that 
money? International Ser-
vice was provided $14,500 
to support projects such as 
Rick Zanderôs efforts in the 
Philippines, building sanita-
tion facilities in Mexico, sup-
porting the Pace School in 
India and sharing in the 
hosting of a foreign ex-
change student. 

  Vocational and Youth Ser-
vice was given $19,000 to 
support projects such as 
Scholarships, RYLA, the 
architectural Design contest, 

the dictionary project and 
the 4H Fair. Community Ser-
vice was provided $9,000 for 
projects such as Support 
The Troops, Sedgewick Re-
serve Outdoor Education 
Program, CASA, Friendship 
House, YMCA, Santa Ynez 
High School, Jonata School 
and the work day at Sunny 
Fields Park. 

  Community Service, Inter-
national Service and New 
Generations Service (read 
vocation) were all awarded 
Certificates of Merit from our 
District Governor. He also 
congratulated the club for 
meeting its International Ro-
tary Foundation Annual Pro-
gram Fund goal for the year 
(one of the 22 clubs in the 
district to meet its goal). 

  You also meet our commit-
ment to POLIO PLUS for the 
year.  Well done to all. 

  Another key event was The 
Rotary International Founda-
tionôs awarding of a 
$300,000 Health, Hunger 
and Humanity Grant to our 
Club and the Rotary Club of 
Calcutta Metropolitan
(RCCM).
