Caesar Salad
6 pcs anchovies, mashed
1/4 tsp salt
3/4 tsp ground pepper
2 Large cloves garlic
6 Tbs olive oil, Extra Virgin
(1/4 cup plus 2 Tbs)
3 Tbs + 2 tsp fresh
squeezed lemon juice
(Juice of 1 large lemon)
1 Egg, uncooked
1 Large head romaine let-
tuce or 2 medium heads,
broken into pieces
1 Cup croutons

1/2 Cup parmesan cheese,
fresh grated. (I always add
1 Tbs more)

(Optional: 1/2 tsp Lea and
Perrins Worcestershire
Sauce)

Place the anchovies, (I
use the rolled ones with
capers), salt, pepper, garlic
and a little of the olive oll
into the bottom of a large
salad bowl. Mash this mix-
ture into a paste using a
small salad fork. (the finer
the better)

Add the remaining
olive oil, lemon juice
and egg to paste and
whisk together. Drop

in the romaine and
toss, gently. Add the
croutons and parme-
san cheese and toss
again.
