Our Rotary Club membership is about to experience an annual milestone in the life of our Club - "new
leadership will take the helm and each of us will be writing a check for annual dues, fees and
donations. "

As we write our checks, | would like to propose that we go that extra mile and move toward another
milestone event -

Our Endowment Fund's end of March investment portfolio (holds all fund assets) had a value of
$94,670.81."

Let's work together to pass the $100,000.00 mark. "You may recall that we had an informal survey as
to what we, as a Club, believed to be a realistic ten year Endowment Fund goal. "The votes centered
on $250,000.00 to $275,000.00. "To reach this goal donations and investment returns would need

to be in the range of $15,000.00 to $20,000.00 a year. "This Club likes challenges and the more
challenging the better. "The goal seems nearly impossible, or does it? "From my personal experience,
this Rotary Club goes that extra mile, year after year.”| believe that in 2012 the Endowment fund will
be very close to, if not, at or above the milestone of $100,000.00 and well on the way to reaching the
goal set for 2020.

Your Endowment Fund and Foundation appreciates any and all contributions you may elect to
include in your annual payment of dews and fees. "But, especially, we ask that you include the
Endowment Fund in your estate planning. " The membership's response to the informal survey,
mentioned above, indicated that 71% planned to give annually, 29% planned to include the
Endowment Fund in a will or trust, and another 29% were undecided about inclusion in a will or trust.”
A very strong showing of support for annual giving and an impressive show of support for estate
giving. "

Let's join together to pass another milestone in the life of our Rotary Club and move ever closer to
the 2020 Endowment Fund goal."
